Representatives from Hull & Associates presented a summary of an evaluation
of OU10 (One Acre Landfill) that was recently completed. The evaluation was
required by Ohio EPA to determine if any potential problems existed due to the
PRPs failure to pump the landfill for an extended period of time. This evaluation,
combined with additional data that has recently been collected from the landfill,
indicates that the landfill is intact and suffered no negative impact from the lack
of pumping. The evaluation will be presented in report form, as an addendum to
the OU10 Feasibility Study. A copy of the slides used during the Hull &
Associates presentation may be found in Attachment C of these meeting
minutes.

Ohio EPA — DSCRT Report
March 5, 2009

The following is a summary of activities and the current status of individual operable
units (OUs) at the Diamond Shamrock Painesville Works Site:

Feasibility Study (FS) has been completed and information will be
included in the Preferred Plans for OU3, OU10, OU18 and the Dartron
Site.

The remaining round of river sampling will be performed in the spring.
Ohio EPA has recently approved a sampling plan for the tanks which
collect contaminated groundwater from OU16 (the former Chromate Plant
and disposal area). Results will be used in treatability studies, in order to
determine the best way to address the contaminated groundwater.

Confirmatory sampling recently performed indicated that additional
sampling and potential additional remediation will need to be completed
before the cleanup can be designated by the Agency as complete. The
additional sampling will be performed within the next several months and
all remedial activities should be completed shortly thereafter. It is
expected that the property will move into Operation and Maintenance
sometime this summer.

The draft Decision Document has been completed. It will be put into sign-
off along with the Decision Document for OU15, within the next month.

The PRPs recently performed additional groundwater sampling on the
property. These groundwater sampling results will be combined with the
results from other sampling events and provided to Ohio EPA in a revised
FS this fall.

Additional soil sampling was completed on the property and it was
determined that the soil that was placed there by the property owner
contained elevated levels of PAHs and metals. This is consistent with the
property owner's claim that the soils came from an old road bed. Ohio
EPA and the PRP Group are working together to determine how best to
address the issue.

Additional soil and groundwater sampling has been completed. River
sampling will be performed in the spring. Hemisphere Corporation and
Ohio EPA’s Division of Air Pollution Control are still working on issues
related to the disposal of the soil pile from OU15, which has been placed
on OUY.

Nothing to Report

Ohio EPA recently approved a work plan for the collection of additional
samples from OU9. It is anticipated that sampling will be performed within
the next several months.

A notice of violation (NOV) was issued to Tierra Solutions, Inc. (TSI) in
November 2008 for failure to comply with the October 1999 Interim
Operation and Maintenance Plan for OU10. Although routine sampling of
monitoring wells surrounding the One Acre Landfill was performed,
indicating that contamination was being contained within the slurry wall
surrounding the landfill, TSI was not complying with pumping and other
requirements.

In response to the NOV, the PRP Group recently performed a complete
integrity evaluation of the One Acre Landfill. Results from the evaluation
will be presented to the DSCRT today and a copy of the report will be
included in the revised FS for OU10. In addition, Ohio EPA has recently
required the PRPs to collect groundwater samples from all of the
extraction wells and piezometers within OU10. A work plan recently
submitted by the PRPs for this purpose is currently under review by the
Agency. Extraction well levels are being monitored once or twice a week
and pumped, as necessary, and results are reported to Ohio EPA on a
weekly basis. A survey of the erosion control barrier will be performed this
spring.

A preferred plan will not be issued for OU10 until all additional evaluations
have been completed and a revised FS has been approved by the
Agency.

Nothing to report.

The Norfolk Southern Railroad property was recently separated from the
remainder of OU12. The PRPs are preparing a work plan to perform

additional sampling to address PCB detections within OU12. Once the
additional work is completed and results have been received the FS for
OU12 will be submitted to the Agency. It is anticipated that the FS will be
submitted before the end of the year.

Nothing to report.

Additional groundwater sampling has been completed. [t is anticipated
that the FS will be submitted during the fall of 2009.

The Decision Document for OU15 is currently under internal review. The
issuance of the Decision Document was delayed to allow for the
completion of additional COPR delineation work along the
0U15/0U16/0U20 boundaries. Based on this sampling, the boundary
between OU15 and OU20 has been modified slightly. No change to the
remedy proposed in the Preferred Plan for OU15 was required. [t is
anticipated that the Decision Document will be issued by April 1, 2009.

Golf course construction work has ended for the season and will restart
once weather breaks and the contractors can begin to place additional
soil. Reconsolidation of COPR from other portions of the site to disposal
cells constructed within OU16 has been completed and the areas have
been capped in accordance with Ohio EPA requirements.

Formerly known as OU17. Chemtura, the company responsible for
performing Remedial Investigation (RI) and FS activities related to soll
contamination (not groundwater contamination) on the property, are
currently revising the FS. The Preferred Plan for the Dartron site will not
be prepared until the OU1N-River FS has been completed by the
Painesville PRP Group.

Additional sampling of the parcel has been completed and the results are
currently undergoing validation. Based on the results the PRP Group will
prepare the FS for the property.

Released with no further action required.
The PRPs have completed additional sampling in the area between the

edge of OU16 and the Grand River. The results are currently undergoing
validation. The information will be used to support the FS for OU20.

The PRPs are currently waiting for flooding to subside on the parcel, so
that they can collect water and sediment samples from the wetland portion
of the OU. Once the results from the sampling are received, the PRP
Group should be able to prepare the FS for the property.

This is the property owned by the Norfolk Southern Railroad and used to
be part of OU12. Ohio EPA is currently reviewing the final work plan for
additional COPR delineation on the parcel.
